THE SACRAMENT OF HOLY COMMUNION 
 
Pre-Communion Hymn:#366 (vss.1-3) òJesus, thou joy of loving heartsó 
 

(Attending Elders who will be serving the Minister remove linen/covers from the 
elements during singing of the hymn and then re-join other colleagues at the Table)      

(People are seated) 
 
Minister:  This is the Table of the Lord.  Come, not because you are strong, but 
because you are weak. 
 Come, not because any goodness of your own gives you a right to come, 
but because you love the Lord a little, and would like to love him more. 
 Come, because the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and 
the companionship of the Holy Spirit, are again given for you to receive as you come 
in faith. 
 O taste, and see that the Lord is good. 
 
Minister:  With the Church throughout the world, let us share together the profession 
of our faith that is ours in the words of The Apostlesô Creed.  Let us all stand. 
 
All: I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and  
 earth. 
 
 I believe in Jesus Christ, Godõs only Son, who was conceived  
 by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under  
 Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried: he  
 descended to the dead. 
  

On the third day he rose again; he ascended into heaven, he is 
seated on the right hand of the Father, and he will come to judge the 
living and the dead. 
 
I believe in the Holy Spirit ð the holy catholic Church ð the 
communion of saints ð the forgiveness of sins ð the resurrection of 
the body- and the life everlasting.  Amen. 
  (People are seated) 

 
Minister:  Luke the Evangelist wrote of our risen Lord Jesus Christ, that when he was 
at table with two of his disciples, he took bread, blessed, and broke it, and gave it to 
them, and their eyes were opened, and they recognized him.   
 
 

People:  In company with all believers, in every time and beyond time,  
 we come to this table, to know him, in the breaking of bread. 
 
Minister:  For the Lord Jesus, on the night he was betrayed, took bread, and when he 
had given thanks, he broke it and said: ñThis is my body which is broken for you.  Do 
this in remembrance of me.ò  In the same way he took the cup saying:  ñThis cup is 
the new covenant that I make with you, in my blood.  Do this as often as you drink it, 
in remembrance of me.ò 
  Lift up your hearts! 
 

People: We lift them up to the Lord! 
Minister:    Let us give thanks to the Lord God. 
People:    It is good that we do. 
 
Minister:  Let us pray:  We give thanks, Lord God our Creator, for bringing the worlds 
into being, for forming us in your likeness, for recalling us when we rebel against you, 
and for keeping the world in your steadfast love.  We especially praise you for Jesus 
Christ; who was born of Mary, and lived as one of us; who knew exactly the life we 
know, and yet was obedient to your purposes, even to his death on a cross. 
 
We thank you that you stamped his death with victory, by raising him, in power, and 
making him head over all things. 
 
We rejoice in the continuing presence of the Holy Spirit, in the Church ï which you 
have gathered, in its task of obedience, and in the promise of eternal life. With the 
faithful in every place and time, we praise with joy your holy name. 
 
People: Holy, holy, holy, God of love and majesty, the whole universe 

declares you glory, O God most high. 
 
Minister:  Therefore, bless now, by your Word and Spirit, both us and  

 these gifts of bread and cup that in receiving them at this table, and in 
offering here our faith and praise, we may be united with Christ and one 
another, and remain faithful to the task he sets before us to be your 
serving people. So we pray, in his name.  Amen. 

 
People:   In remembrance of your mighty acts in Jesus Christ, we take this 

bread and this cup, giving you praise and thanksgiving as we 
proclaim the mystery of faith. 

 
All: Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again. 
 
Minister:  The gifts of God, for the people of God! 



Minister: (Taking the bread): Through the broken bread, we participate in the body 
of Christ,  In the words of our Lord Jesus Christ:  ñTake, and eat,ò   

(Serving elders receive element of bread and serve the people, who hold for 
partaking together) 

 
   (Minister serves all the elders.  Attending elder serves the Minister) 
 
Minister: (Taking the cup): Through the cup of blessing we participate in the new 

life Christ gives.  In the words of our Lord Jesus Christ: ñDrink it, all of 
you.ò 

(Serving elders receive element in cup and serve the people, who again hold for 
partaking together) 

(Minister serves all the elders.  Attending elder serves the Minister) 
 
Minister:  Let us pray together: 
 
All:   We give thanks, almighty God, that you have refreshed us at your 

table by granting us the presence of your Son, Jesus Christ. 
Strengthen our faith, increase our love for one another, and send us 
forth into the world in courage and peace, rejoicing in the power of 
the Holy Spirit.  Through Jesus Christ, our Lord and Saviour, we pray 
this.  Amen.
